Instructions for Completing the Form
Electrical Inspection Orders should be issued with discretion under the Fire Protection and Prevention Act, 1997.  When non-compliant, non-hazardous electrical code issues are identified and need to be addressed, use the “Fire Department Referral” process by emailing esa.Cambridge@electricalsafety.on.ca.   
No Order Required: Cases of over fusing and/or misuse of extension cords or octopus wiring may be corrected by the owner or occupant without the need for a formal Order to Electrical Safety Authority (ESA).  The Fire Marshal should conduct a re-inspection to determine whether the issue has been resolved.   
Order Required: An Electrical Inspection Order should only be issued if: 
· A re-inspection confirms that non-compliance persists
· The Fire Marshal observes that ESA regulations have been violated to the extent that a serious or imminent electrical hazard exists (in which case, an Order should be served at the first inspection)    
This Electrical Inspection Order form permits fire department personnel and others duly authorized as Assistants to the Fire Marshal under the Fire Protection and Prevention Act, 1997, to complete the form.   
The Electrical Inspection Order form must be completed in its entirety and sent to ESA by email or mail.  
IMPORTANT: For residential sites, ESA does not have right of access to residential dwellings, and therefore the authority submitting this Order, must arrange access with the ESA Inspector and accompany the Inspector, so that ESA can perform the inspection.  Failure to do so will result in ESA not fulfilling the Order.   

This is a joint Order requiring ESA to inspect the electrical installations and wiring; therefore, the owner or occupant of the premises is required to pay the costs of such inspection.   
Respecting service of the order, indicate the name of the owner(s) or occupant upon whom the Order was served, the date of service, and the signature of the person who served the Order.  Upon serving the owner(s) or occupant, inform them that an inspection by the ESA of the electrical installations and wiring has been ordered and they are required to pay for such inspection.
